Seen a dr to dr mid floor unit in hougang where the living, balcony and 1 room window faces a fire station directly. This fire station is painted red and a longish signboard is illuminated across it’s two storey high building. Both the entrance/exit and  the fire engines (about 5-10) parked against a see-through wall aimed at the unit. The hall window also oversees a short lane adjoining the main road to the bicycle track.

1. What is your view on the effect of the station & the lane and the unit’s overall  feng shui and it’s cure?

2.    Will it benefits a  breadwinner of weak earth element perhaps  needing more fire?

3.    What about the effect on the other family members of strong earth and strong wood elements?

Came across another house where the hall window is facing a gap between two blocks immediately opposite it and the gap is closed by another block of flat behind the opposite blocks. Another room on the same side as the hall faces the edge of the same opposite block. Can I suppose that wealth is unable to gather in such house but is  neutralized by the fact that the gap is eventually closed two blocks away? What are the other effects and cures possible?

Being a west life and a weak earth person, the door faces SE, unfavourable Liu Shai  and wood. However, the living, dining and master seems favourable in  NE, Nien Yen-Earth, NW, Sheng Chi-Metal and SW,Tien Yen-Earth. Since the maindoor leads to a short passage way and where activities are limited, are the unfavourable effect limited  and may not be even of upmost important in this case? I have heard of geomancer that advise on checking on the window facing rather that the door if both the door and window that do not align, please confirm?

Does ba zhi feng shui based the good locations on the elements required thereby overriding  the rest of the theories like the form school,  nine-star ki, eight house and etc. If not, what is the sequence used; like which methods supercedes the other when two theories conflict. 

In period 8, some direction; North N East are unfavourable. Should one still avoid this even if it is supported well by the five elements and eight house theory? In our case, this should bring harmony within our family, am I right?
